	Type of governing document
	The Trust was set up by Oscar Burnett and was recognised as a Scottish charity with effect from 12 April 2004.  The Trust is administered in accordance with the terms of the Trust Deed.



	Trustee recruitment and appointment
	The trustees were those appointed on the establishment of the trust and represent the minimum number required.    Appointment and removal is in accordance with the Trust Deed which requires that appointment is approved by unanimous agreement of the existing trustees and removal of any trustee by the unanimous agreement of the others.




	Objectives and activities


	Charitable purposes
	The purpose of the charity is to support other Scottish charities whose purposes include the relief of poverty; provision of assistance to those in need through age, ill-health, disability, financial hardship or other disadvantage; provision of education or the supporting of community development.



	Summary of the main activities 
in relation to these objects
	During the year the charity received a further donation from Oscar Burnett in the form of cash of £10,000 and shares valued at £70,114 at the date of the transfer.  

Income from investments during the year totalled £16,115 which together with the rent from the lease of the property at 10 Constitution Lane, Riverside, Newtown provided £33,615 for use in our charitable activities.

Newtown Management Services act as investment managers in respect of the share portfolio and the return on investments is in accordance with the benchmarks agreed by the Trustees with them.
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	Achievements and performance 


	Summary of the main achievements of the charity during the financial period
	During the year the charity paid out grants totalling £15,500 to assist six charities working to assist those in need, provide education or help develop their local community.  In particular, the charity made a further grant of £7,500 towards the construction of the community hall in Newtown.  This facility was opened by Oscar Burnett on 31 May 2007 when a ceilidh was held to celebrate this event.




	Financial review


	Brief statement of the charity’s policy on reserves
	The charity holds endowment funds which have been provided to the charity over the last three years by Oscar Burnett.  Under the terms of the donation, the charity must retain the assets in perpetuity and can only use the income to support its charitable activities. 

The unrestricted funds represent income earned but not yet utilised in supporting charitable activities.  At 5 April 2007 the charity held £10,904 at the bank and the Trustees consider this to be appropriate to allow them to respond promptly to requests for financial support.
