Governing Document

The Church is administered in accordance with the terms of the Deed of Constitution (or
Deed of Constitution Unitary Form).

Recruitment and Appointment of Trustees

Members of the Kirk Session are the charity trustees. The Kirk Session members are the
elders of the church and are chosen from those members of the church who are considered
to have the appropriate gifts and skills.

Organisational Structure

The Kirk Session met six times this year and is responsible for the spiritual affairs within the
church.

Objectives and Activities

The Church of Scotland is Trinitarian in doctrine, Reformed in tradition and Presbyterian in
polity. It exists to glorify God and to work for the advancement of Christ’s Kingdom
throughout the world. As a national Church, it acknowledges a distinctive call and duty to
bring the ordinances of religion to the people in every parish of Scotland through a
territorial ministry. It co-operates with other Churches in various ecumenical bodies in
Scotland and beyond.

Service of Worship held on Sunday at 12:00

Sunday School closed on 22" June 2025. A picnic was held with all former Sunday School
members and teachers invited.

Guild members decided with only 6 members,that they would form a Friendship Group,
which has attracted both ladies and gents and 14 have attended regularly.

Work party has 6 members and met once during the year.

The charge is vacant, Mr Tim Barker is our Locum and preaches 3 Sundays per month and
the other Sunday is covered by readers within Presbytery. We have an attendance of
approx. ten to fifteen.

5. Minister’s Stipend

the costs of all ministers’ stipends and employer’s contributions for national insurance,
pension and housing and loan fund. Ministers’ stipends are paid in accordance with the
national stipends scale which is related to years of service. For the year under review the
minimum stipend was £32,433 and the maximum stipend (in the fifth and subsequent years)
was £39,856.
