Trustees’ Annual Report
Year ended 31 December 2024

The Trustees present their annual report and financial statements of the charity for the year ended 31 December 2024. The financial
statements have been prepared in accordance with the accounting policies set out in the notes to the accounts and comply with the
General Assembly Regulations for Congregational Finance, the Charities and Trustee Investment (Scotland) Act 2005, the Charities
Accounts (Scotland) Regulations 2006 (as amended) and the Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement of Recommended
Practice applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard applicable to the UK
and-Republic of Ireland published on 1 January 2019. .

Objectives and Activities

The Church of Scotland is Trinitarian in doctrine, Reformed in tradition and Presbyterian in policy. It exists to glorify God and to
work for the advancement of Christ’s Kingdom throughout the world. As a national Church, it acknowledges a distinctive call and
duty to bring the ordinances of religion to the people in every parish of Scotland through a territorial ministry. It co-operates with
other Churches in various ecumenical bodies in Scotland and beyond.

There is one church service on Sundays at 10.00 am, with our Sunday school (DJ Club) and youth group (Donut) starting in the
Church and continuing in the Church Halls during the service. Our services are recorded and made available later in the day via
YouTube, Facebook and our website. The River meets in the church halls on the last Sunday of the month for an evening of praise
and prayer. The Church is open each Wednesday morning from 10:00am until 12:00pm for anyone who wishes to use the sanctuary
for a period of private prayer. A Bible Study group met during the year, every two weeks after Prayer Time on a Wednesday
morning. YF the ecumenical youth group for high school aged young people, meets fortnightly on a Sunday evening and welcomes
members from any church or none. A new families group has started on a Friday lunchtime, F4, offering a warm and welcome space
for families to come together.

The Guild meets on alternate Tuesdays; Men's Fellowship once a month. There are two badminton clubs catering for all abilities:
Senior Badminton for retired people on Tuesday afternoons and Adult Badminton on Tuesday evenings. The Ceilidh Dancing group
takes to the floor every Wednesday evening. Our mother & toddler group, Bonnie Buds meets every Thursday morning continues to
be well supported. Our book club, Bonnie Books meets monthly. There are also two Rainbow Units, two Brownie Packs and one
Guide Company meeting in the halls. We facilitate a monthly meeting of a Good Grief support group, for people in need of help or
support following loss or bereavement.

The church has hillwalking and rambling groups who take to the hills and dales each month and cater for all abilities.

The Pitcairn Centre is open Monday to Saturday mornings to the general public and in addition to teas/coffees offers warmth and
friendship to all who attend. We are also offering free soup, roll and cuppa to all on a Monday lunchtime as part of our warm space
initiative, over the winter period. In collaboration with the Cyrenians, our pop up pantry conrinues to offer food support ot people in
need.

The Church Halls are also regularly used by many community organisations, including Tai Chi, Karate, Tae Kwon Do, Local Brass
Band, Drama Classes, and a Local History Society.

Our newsletter is produced six times per year, and is distributed free to all members and the wider community. Our church website,
Facebook and Instagram pages are used to promote the life of the church.

Achievements and Performance

Our average weekly attendance in the Church is approximately 85 members, with another 70 or so following us online on a regular
basis. The DJ Club (Sunday School) and Donut Group (Sunday youth group) have room for new members who may wish to join.
YF are always willing to welcome new members.

Partnered with our neighbouring parishes, our community youth work continues to develop, with our weekly Toastie Tuesday event,
where we offer a toastie luch to over 350+ S1 - S6 pupils from the local high school. We also have a youth drop-in with 10 young
people regularly attending. In summer, 19 young people from Bonnyrigg attended Stage and Slam a summer week long day camp in
the local area.

Our children and families work continues with Bonnies Buds on a Thursday morning. F4 our Friday afternoon families event aimed
at nuturing the whole family with activities and lunch being shared by all those attending. During the February break, we held
another successful two day holiday club for pupils of primary school age with over 50 children being involved over the two days.

We continued to offer an Alpha Course, with nine people attending the course in St John's and King Park this year,

Financial Review

The main source of income is from regular offerings, either digitally or at the chruch door on a Sunday morning. Many members
have continued to maintain their regular contributions, whilst others prefer to make ad hoc donations. The trend towards digital
giving has continued, but we facilitate and are grateful for all froms of giving.

During 2024, our regular offerings totalled £68,465 (2023 - £71,199), with the Tax recovered on gift aid coming to £14,660 (2023 -
£15,820). Our hall rental income increased by 23% to £13,566 (2023 - £11,034), mainly as a result of an increase in the hourly rate
to cover our increase in costs for heat and light.

We received one legacy of £744 (2023 - £15,047), being a balancing receipt for a legacy received in 2023 from the estate of a past
member. These funds have been deposited in our reserve account until suitable projects are identified for these donations.

Our total income for the year of £140,271 (2023 - £141,424), compares favourably to last year when the difference in legacy receipts
is taken into account. The income increase, excluding legacies, of £13,150 includes the inclusion of the Toastie Tuesday receipts of
£11,253 in the year.

We continue to be grateful for the efforts of our fundraising group who raised £7,327 (2023- £6,021) from various events and
activities; in addition £1,100 was raised at a coffee morning, the proceeds of which were donated to two local charities; Project
Stedfast and My Name's Doddie.

We closely monitor our expenditure throughout the year. Our expenditure for 2024 was £155,523 (2023 - £122,285). The increase in
expenditure in the year of £33,238 includes increases in the year in : Heat & Light - £4,830; Fabric & Equipment Expenditure -
£9,796; Giving to Grow - £3,576,and inclusion of Toastie Tuesday expenditure of £10,772.

At the end of the year, the General Fund deficit was £2,286 (2023 - surplus of £7,311). This deficit together with the balance brought
forward of £16,790 from 2023, provides for a £14,504 in the General Fund to be carried forward to 2025,

Risk Management

The Trustees recognise the inherent risks to the aims of the charity that an ageing membership present. They seek to mitigate that risk
by adopting new styles of worship to attract more families and members who may in due course take their place among the Kirk
Session and play an active part in the ministry of the church.

The Trustees seek to maintain our ageing buildings to a high standard. This task is overseen by a pro-active Property Committee who
plan regular refurbishment works for all properties as well as a maintenance and repairs programme. A Fabric Fund is maintained for
these purposes alongside a Property Reserve Fund. In addition our CHEAR Reserve Fund is maintained to ensure that unforeseen
larger property or equipment expenditure can be met without resorting to fund raising prior to the expenditure being incurred.

Reserves Policy

The Trustees have considered the reserves required and have taken into account their current and future liabilities. It remains the
Trustees’ policy to hold reserves equivalent to three to four months general fund expenditure. It also recognises, that post pandemic,
it may take some time to restore the reserves to this level.

At the year end the Church held unrestricted funds of £84,134 (2023 - £98,990) of which £16,004 (2023 - £18,082) has been
designated for General and Fabric fund use, with a further £3,991 (2023 - £4,274), designated for use by the various organisations,
groups and individuals. This includes the Ministers Discretionary Fund which is to be used, at the disrection of the Minister or
Ministerial Team, for community crisis support. The remaining unrestricted balance of £64,139 (2023 - £76,634) represents the net
balance of our CHEAR reserve fund. The balance, excluding the legacies, represents approx. two and half months of general fund
expenditure, which the Trustees feel is a reasonable and prudent amount for unexpected expenditure or shortfalls on revenues for the
year ahead.

The church also held £5,640 (2023 - £6,036) of restricted funds which have been provided for the purposes specified in Note 13.

Structure, Governance and Management

The congregation is a registered charity, number SC003482 and is administered in accordance with the terms of a Unitary
Constitution, and is subject to the Acts and Regulations of the General Assembly of the Church of Scotland.

Members of the Kirk Session are the Charity Trustees. The Kirk Session members are Elders of the church and are chosen from
those members of the church who are considered to have the appropriate gifts and skills. The Minister, who is a member of the Kirk
Session, is elected by the Congregation and inducted by Presbytery.

Accounting Policies

The principal accounting policies, which have been applied consistently in the current and preceding
year in dealing with items which are considered material to the accounts, are set out below.

Basis of Preparation

The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with Accounting and Reporting by
Charities: Statement of Recommended Practice applicable to charities preparing their Accounts in
accordance with the Financial Reporting Standards applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland
(FRS102) effective from 1 January 2019 and the Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK
and Republic of Ireland (FRS102), the Charities and Trustee Investment (Scotland) Act 2005 and
the Charities Accounts (Scotland) Regulations 2006 (as amended)

Presentation

The presentation currency of the financial statements is Pound Sterling (£). Monetary amounts in
these financial statements are rounded to the nearest £.

Fund Accounting

Funds are classified as either restricted funds, endowment, or unrestricted funds, defined as follows:

Restricted funds; are funds subject to specific requirements as to their use which may be declared
by the donor or with their authority or created through legal processes, but still within the wider
objects of the charity.

Endowment funds; are funds which have been given on the condition that the original capital sum
is not reduced, but the income there from is used for the purpose defined in accordance with the
objects of the charity.

Unrestricted funds; are expendable at the discretion of the trustees in furtherance of the objects of
the charity. If parts of the unrestricted funds are earmarked at the discretion of the trustees for a
particular purpose, they are designated as a separate fund. This designation has an administrative
purpose only and does not legally restrict the trustees” discretion to apply the fund.

Going Concern

The trustees consider that there are no material uncertainties about the ability of the charitable
company to contiue for the foreseeable future and therefore has adopted the going concern basis in
preparing these financial statements.

Accounting Policies

Recognition of Income

Income is recognised when the charity has entitlement to the funds, any performance conditions
attached to the item(s) of income have been met, it is probable that the income will be received and
the amount can be measured reliably.

Interest Receivable

Interest on funds held on deposit is included when receivable and the amount can be measured
reliably by the charity; this is normally upon notification of the interest paid or payable by the Bank.

Donated services and facilities

Donated professional services and donated facilities are recognised as income when the charity has
control over the item, any conditions associated with the donated item have been met, the receipt of
economic benefit from the use by the charity of the item is probable and that economic benefit can
be measured reliably. In accordance with the Charities SORP (FRS102) the general volunteer time
of congregation members is not recognised.

On receipt, donated professional services and donated facilities are recognised on the basis of the
value of the gift to the charity which is the amount the charity would have been willing to pay to
obtain services or facilities of equivalent economic benefit on the open market; a corresponding
amount is then recognised as expenditure in the period of receipt.

Recognition and Alocation of Expenditure

Expenditure is included in the Statement of Financial Activities on an accrual basis and is
recognised when there is a legal or constructive obligation to pay for expenditure.

Taxation

Bonnyrigg Parish Church is recognised as a charity for the purposes of applicable taxation
legislation and is therefore not subject to taxation on its charitable activities. The charity is not
registered for VAT and resources expended therefore include irrecoverable input VAT.

Debtors

Trade and other Debtors are recognised at the settlement amount after any discount offered.
Prepayments are valued at the amount prepaid net of any discounts due.

Creditors

Creditors are normally recognised at their settlement amount after allowing for any trade discounts
due.

Purposes of Restricted Funds

Youth Ministry Fund: This fund represents our church's share of the employment costs of a Community Youth Worker, supported by the
three local Church of Scotland congregations. This cost is currently funded from reserves.

‘Toastie Tuesday Fund: This fund represents a Harbour project event receipts and expenditure in operating the weekly Toastie Tuesday
event (term time). The Harbour project is supported by the three local Church of Scotland parishes.

Equipment Repairs and Renewals Fund: Fund established to cover the cost of replacement equipment or fittings.

Property Reserve Fund: This fund is sustained from surplus funds in the CHEAR Reserve and any other specific fundraising, as per
reserves policy.

Christian Outreach Fund: The Trustees have set aside these funds for the development work of the Church within the community,
attracting more members and closer ties with young people, youth groups and community groups within the community.

Special Third Party Collections: This fund is created for special collections made during the year, funds are usually distributed to third
party charities and community groups, within the current financial year, as per note 11. '

Purposes of Untestricted Funds
General Fund : This is the main fund of the church and is used for the day to day running of the church.

Purposes of Designhated Funds

Fabric Fund: The Trustees have set aside funds for the maintenance of the church property, this is funded from occassional retiring
collections, fundraising and transfers from the CHEAR & Property Reserves.

CHEAR Reserve Fund : The Trustees have set up this fund to act as a general reserve fund. It receives funds from the surplus generated
from the Pitcaim Centre, general fundraising, and Legacies. Funds are expended at the Trustees discretion to specific purposes.
Ministers Discretionary Fund: The Trustees have set up this fund to be used, at the Minister's discretion, for community crisis support.
Pitcaim Centre Fund : The Trustees have set up this fund for the day to day workings of the Pitcairn Centre.

Men's Fellowship : This fund is used for the transactions of those attending the Men's Fellowship.

The Guild : This fund is used for the transactions of those attending the Guild.

Senior Badminton : This fund is used for the transactions of those attending the Senior Badminton Club.

Adult Badminton : This fund is used for the transactions of those attending the Adult Badminton Club,

Ceilidh Dancers: This fund is used for the transactions of those attending the Ceilidh Dancing.
Bowling : This fund is now closed.
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
