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Trustees Annual Report – Financial Year 2025/2026

The following changes have been made to improve the museum and our offer to visitors:

Trees and vegetation have been cleared and pruned to open up the South end of the museum site.
Unit A of the museum has been re-decorated and more efficient heating installed to maintain the condition of the Unit.
The Office area of the museum has been changed to replicate a booking/ticket office arrangement as seen in the heyday of historic railways. 
A small exhibition was established to mark the 200th anniversary of the opening of the Stockton & Darlington Railway.
A garden area and bench have been established to mark the sad passing of our former Chairman, Des Byrne.
One of our many luggage trolleys has been fully restored to it’s former glory.
Our model railway of the original Maud Station layout has been extended.
A new door and roofing have been added to the Water Tower at the South end of the museum.
A container has been purchased to house museum tools and equipment used for the purpose of site maintenance and restoration.
A train simulation of the Buchan Railways has been acquired to improve our offer to visitors of all ages.
Aberdeenshire Council has erected a series of small sculptures along the Formartine & Buchan Way, highlighting our local Doric dialect.   
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
