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Reappointment of Chair to the Board of the Scottish Charity Regulator (OSCR)
Deputy First Minister and Cabinet Secretary for Finance, Constitution and Economy today announced the reappointment of the Very Rev Dr Graham Forbes CBE as Chair to the Board of the Scottish Charity Regulator (OSCR). 
OSCR is a Non-Ministerial Department and part of the Scottish Administration following commencement of the Charities and Trustee Investment (Scotland) Act 2005.

OSCR is the independent regulator and registrar for over 23,500 Scottish charities including community groups, religious charities, schools, universities, grant-giving charities and major care providers.  Their work as Regulator ultimately supports public confidence in charities and their work.
The Very Rev Dr Graham Forbes CBE is Provost of St Mary’s Cathedral, Edinburgh. He continues to combine his ecclesiastical duties with Chairing the Mental Welfare Commission for Scotland and the Court of Edinburgh Napier University. A former Chair of the Scottish Criminal Cases Review Commission, HM Inspector of Constabulary and lay member for Scotland on the General Medical Council, he was awarded the CBE in 2004 for public service in Scotland. He Chaired the Scottish Executive’s Expert Group on MMR in the light of concerns about the triple vaccine. All his working life has been in the third sector. Dr Forbes is committed to OSCR being a 21st century light touch regulator, which promotes public confidence in the charitable sector and helps the sector make its distinctive and valuable contribution to Scottish Life.
This reappointment will run from 1 March 2015 to 28 February 2019.
This reappointment is part-time and requires a time commitment of 2.5 days per month for remuneration of £270 per day.
Dr Forbes is the Chair of the Mental Welfare Commission for Scotland. He receives remuneration of £338 per day for a time commitment of 2 days per month.

Fees received in respect of both ministerial appointments are paid to St Mary’s Cathedral. 
This reappointment is regulated by the Commissioner for Ethical Standards in Public Life in Scotland.
All appointments are made on merit and political activity plays no part in the selection process.  However, in accordance with the original Nolan recommendations, there is a requirement for appointees’ political activity within the last five years (if there is any to be declared) to be made public.  Dr Forbes has not undertaken any political activity in the last five years.
